New venues such as Cagneys, Fat Jacks,
Ducks, Elliott’s Nest, the Bushes, H’s, and Weejuns exposed me to new characters and more of
the shag family and shag lifestyle. | met another one of my heroes, Fleet Jones and his buddies
(Doug Perry and Shad Alberty) at Fat Jacks during one of the early shag contests. That
relationship exposed me to a new group of lifelong friends ... Bob Myrick, Tommy Wood,
Cooter Douglas, Dino Thompson, Dennis Sides, Judy Duke, Janet Harrold, H. Lee Brown,
Charlie Womble, Jackie McGee, and Sandra Schwartz. After twenty-six years of clubbing,

I met the love of my life, Melissa Little Smith. “From bar-sitting to baby-sitting (grands).”
